Opening Prayer 
 

·      Steve Kryl – brought financials that go through to-
day’s date.  Taking out the $19,000 in reimbursed 
property taxes (Church should have had nonprofit 
status); have a surplus profit of $200 (includes all ex-
penses through today).  This does not include a $675 
donation for the baptismal font; the $675 will be 
moved to the special fund, to be used for the font.   

·      Problem with doing “night depository” for offerings.  
The bank gave Pastor Howard a bag with a lock; un-
fortunately the bag with the lock will not fit into the 
depository drawer.  The offering is now being 
dropped off in person on Monday.   

· The question was raised as to whether the Treasurer’s 
responsibilities should be in writing so that if some-
thing happened to the Treasurer, someone could fill 
in or take over the responsibility.  Talked about mak-
ing sure there is a back-up/contingency for Steve, and 
that Steve backs up the Quicken program (possibly 
on-line) so that the church’s financial information is 
not lost.   

· Discussed what to do with the gift card that was used 
to pay for gas on the mission trip; the card has about 
$60 left on it.  It was decided that Kathy Trost who is 
going to be the new Youth Director, should hold onto 
the card.   

· Presently have $2,000 in the special fund.  The $675 
in the regular fund mentioned previously will be 
transferred into this fund.  Most of the money in the 
fund will be used for the church’s sign; $675 will be 
held for the baptismal font, and about $40 will be 
used for a brick in memory of the Smith family’s son 
Nolan.  It was also decided that if the checking ac-
count got down to a certain amount (decided to be 
$5,000), that the leadership team would determine 
what action to take.   

· Pastor Howard’s report – three new families are join-
ing Living Hope; one other is considered joining.  
Pastor Howard said that the youth trip was a fun 
time; the youth were willing to work and still had a 
lot of energy late into the evening.  Pastor Howard 
has not needed to make any hospital visits since the 
last leadership team meeting.  Pastor Howard has 
been doing the bread deliveries for visitors.  The golf 
outing was successful; 16 “golfers” participated.  
Pastor Howard would like to start the “Joel Commit-
tee,” which would focus on the dreams of the church.  
The committee would have about 6 members.  Pastor 
Howard suggested that the Leadership Team have a 
one day retreat in the Fall, to be used as a planning 
session. 

· Approved Kathy Trost as youth director.  Pat Haak-
sma made the motion; Hans Bell seconded.   

· Discussed whether Kathy Stern should take over the 
responsibility of the payroll process (would be a pay-
ing position).  Should be cheaper than having a ser-
vice continue to do it.  Will verify what the cost 
would be before deciding.   

 
 
 

· Need to get a mower; problem is with the size of the 
property, need to have a riding motor.  Estimated the 
cost at about $1,200.  As hiring someone to do it 
would probably cost at least $250 per mowing; it 
would make more sense financially to buy the 
mower.  Decided to start a special collection effort 
for lawn equipment (tractor mower with snowmobile 
capability).  Goal will be to collect $2,000.  Had been 
using a loaner machine; which is broken and needs 
repair.  Kevin will look into having the mower re-
paired. 

· Sign update – have about $1,825 collected for the 
sign.  Ready to move ahead; have conduit near where 
the sign will be installed (need to confirm that it is 
long enough).  Would like to have the service times, 
web site and phone number of the church, as well as 
the Pastor’s name on the sign; however, the Village 
of Frankfort’s sign ordinance is said to be restrictive, 
and not all of the information might be allowed (will 
probably only be able to have name of the church, 
address, phone number and service times).  Will ask 
a few sign businesses in Frankfort what we are able 
to do given the ordinance restrictions (particularly 
what materials can be used).  Also need to see how 
we can make some of the information on the sign 
(such as service times) changeable.  Approved design 
F; motion by Kevin; seconded by Ed.  Hope to have 
estimates by the beginning of August.   

· Discussed whether we should clean out the storage 
shed and look for a cheaper option for storage 
(presently pay $1,200 annually).  Much of what is 
being stored is for the corn booth; if we cleaned out 
the shed, would need to come up with an option for 
the corn booth.  Will look at what other groups are 
doing at the Fall Fest (renting tents) and see if it will 
work for us. 

· Passed a motion (motioned by Kevin, seconded by 
Joan) to donate $200 to the church that gave us the 
puppets and props for the Yaddah Yaddah ministry.   

· Passed a motion (one abstention) to deny a Boy 
Scout troop to park their trailer on our property.  LT 
concerned about the effect of parking the trailer on 
the church’s property on our neighbors. 

· Pastor Howard asked if we could, later this year, put 
fire retardant material  on the baffles and put them up 
properly (perpendicular to the floor) to eliminate the 
echo from the microphones.   

· Approved a motion requiring anyone who comes in 
the building for an organized activity to complete the 
building use form the LT has approved (if the time 
slot doesn’t change, only need to fill out form once).  
Ed made the motion, Rob seconded.  The form will 
include an exit checklist to make sure that the lights 
are not kept on overnight, and that chairs moved are 
put back.   Also approved motion for getting a log-
book to keep track of people coming into the church 
for security reasons.     

· Corn Booth is in need of more volunteers (especially 
for the whole Fest). 

· Also looking for volunteers for supplies for the corn 
booth.     

 
Meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m.   
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
