At the heart and core of being the
Church, we will always find the
"Rock" of our salvation, Jesus
Christ, our Lord. Here are three
elements for us to consider as a
church:

1. Listen

We are to trust the Lord
like a child trusts his/her parents to
provide the next meal and shelter.

As a Church, we can count on spin-
ning our wheels when it comes to
building up the church if we have
failed to listen to the Lord's direc-
tions. Obviously, we can not trust
what we never heard and incorpo-
rated into our lives.

Trust becomes possible when we
have found the Lord to be reliable.
What often impedes our growth as a
church and as Christians is not see-
ing how the Lord is constantly
touching, mending, and leading our
lives. Even all the information we
gather from studying the Bible or
other resources will not guarantee
our faith. Rather, information
(history, facts, and ideas) is what the
Holy Spirit uses to help the believer
better understand how God is alive
in our lives.

3. Act

If we have listened to and trusted the
Lord, then we are empowered to take
small steps to honor and build up the
church, the community (near and far)
as our act of living out our faith.
