Discussion of the following agenda items: 
 
Financial - Need to categorize expenses so that we can get a better 
idea of how we are doing for each line item in relation to budget. 
Will work on producing financial statements that compare our actual 
position year to date to budget. 
 
Stewardship – corn booth – still looking for volunteers. Hans will get 
the supplies over the weekend. Hans will send reminder e-mails to all 
who have volunteered. Will be looking for someone to do the coordi-
nator job next year. Hans is going to put together instructions for 
how to do corn booth coordination. Not ordering new Living Hope t-
shirts this year; volunteers are encouraged to wear Living Hope t-
shirts they have when working the corn booth. Pastor Jeff Clements 
has volunteered to come to the next Leadership Team meeting to 
help us prepare for the Fall stewardship drive. 
 
Property – Discussed report that Kevin Rowland prepared. Sign up-
date: have three bids for the sign that are in various stages of comple-
tion. One firm estimate (twice as much as what we wanted): other 
two we are still waiting for. Kevin Rowland recommended that we 
buy the lawn mower now. The recommended mower is a 50 inch 
Simplicity Axion mower, which costs about $3,000. The mower will 
be paid through the $1,000 in the special fund that has already been 
collected, along with the hopes that the pledges that the congregation 
has so generously made will be fulfilled. Felt that we should buy 
now, as the cost would be higher in the Spring due to the increasing 
cost of steel. Hans made the motion to buy the mower, seconded by 
Rob, motion passed. 
 
Outreach – Working to verify who are actually members, and who 
are attending, and are interested in becoming members. 
 
Education – Sept. 4, 6:30 – 8:00 – Education Committee meeting to 
plan for Promiseland; meeting soon after for the Promiseland teach-
ers. Sept. 21 will be Rally Sunday, with fun events, encourage par-
ents to register kids for Promiseland. Will have notice in local paper 
(Frankfort Sun, etc.) on Rally Sunday. Time schedule with worship 
services: Kids go to Promiseland at the beginning of the service and 
come back in during the passing of the peace, with the Children's 
sermon after that. This is being done to give more time for Promise-
land, as the request of the teachers. 
 
Pastor Howard is starting a beginner's bible study (Lutheranism 101) 
in the Fall. Contacted Olan Mill (congregational pictures). We will 
have to pay Olan Mill another $100 to get the books done ($5 for 
each of the pictures that Roger Haaksma took). 
Pastor Howard proposes that October 5 be Friendship Sunday. Need 
to have a nice reception after the second service. 
Pastor Howard recognized Ed Olson's work in setting up the church's 
new website, livinghopefrankfort.org. 
Three people have agreed to be on the Joel Committee (long term 
planning). Pastor Howard is looking for a few other people. 
Moved to accept minutes for the last Leadership Team meeting. Mo-
tion passed. 
 
Five Loaves project – 50% of the proceeds will go to local hunger 
relief efforts in Joliet (Second Baptist Church food pantry, Morning-
star Mission); the remaining 50% will be used for the Church Sign. 
As the church is in need of significant sound improvement, we need 
to finish the baffle project (have the baffles, but need to buy fabric to 
cover them and along with hardware to hang them up). Rob is going 
to look into what kind of fabric would work best, and what the cost 
would be. Will move forward on covering baffles and improving 
acoustics. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Youth Group – will meet three times a month. First meeting – in-
struction; Second – at Kathy's house, part class, part fun activity; 
Third meeting – activity so that youth can demonstrate their faith. 
(Service Project) 
 
Want to set up Pay Pal account (a Five Loaves project) so that items 
could be sold on e-bay to benefit the church. Would be tied to one of 
the church's accounts (special funds account). Pastor Howard will set 
it up. Need to be sure that the money in the special account is kept 
track of, as far as what is set aside for different projects (church sign, 
mower, etc.). 
 
Time and talent sheet – Pastor Howard suggested that we have mem-
bers fill out the time and talents sheet during services. 
Pastor Howard has requested two weeks off – Starting September 8, 
returning September 23. Pastor Howard is going to ask a pastor he 
knows to fill in for the two Sundays he is gone. 
Ad for a new secretary will be in the Southtown Star today (Aug. 21) 
and Sunday (Aug. 24). As of late afternoon Thursday, had received 6 
resumes. 
 
Night in Bethlehem – similar to VBS. Church would become a mini 
Bethlehem that day (December 6). Have different "stations" that peo-
ple would visit (a "journey" through the church). Would exit into the 
parking lot. Drives home the message of Christmas in a different 
way. Would need to make it compelling to bring people in. Need to 
have a proposal for this project. If we have some live animals, cost 
would be about $750. Motion by Rob, seconded by Pat, to proceed 
with planning for Night in Bethlehem, with a budget of $750. Motion 
passed. 
 
Crop Walk for Hunger will be September 28 (Sunday) at 1:00. Can 
walk 1 or 3 miles. 
"The Seussification of Romeo and Juliet," a 4-H production, will be 
held at Living Hope. Will have an ad in the production's program for 
people who would like more information on Living Hope. Will have 
six weeks of practice, and then the production on Nov. 14 and Nov. 
15. Motion made by Rob, seconded by Joan, to give 4-H permission 
to use the church for practices and the production. 
Talked about the need to encourage more people to use Simply Giv-
ing. 
Pastor Howard given permission to use Sam's Club card to buy sup-
plies for the church. 
Kathy Stern will do payroll for $300/year, vs. the $672 we are cur-
rently paying to an outside vendor. Leadership team approved this. 
Need to get Scott to come out and replace four dead trees that we 
have. 
 
Will look at use of tents at the Fall Fest to see if we should go that 
route, and get rid of the corn booth and close the storage unit (which 
costs $1,200 a year). Will put the corn booth behind the church after 
Fall Fest, and take inventory of the storage unit to see what other 
items are need to be moved. Corn booth parts would be used for bon-
fires, or thrown away. 
 
Will look into having Jazzercise classes at the church to bring people 
in. Small charge would be collected to cover expenses. 
Put together a wish list for the church. 
 
Meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
